Pre-Veterinary Science Course Outline
Credit:  Full year (1 credit)

Grades:  9 – 12

Course Description:  This course is designed to introduce students to the animal care and veterinary science industries.  Students will be responsible for caring for classroom animals, and for completing labs, in order to gain experience working with animals in a hands on environment.  Students will learn veterinary hospital procedures as well as how to properly manage an animal care facility.
