Wildlife & Natural Resources Course Outline

Course Length:  One Semester (1/2 year)

Credits:  .5 agriculture credit

Instructor:  Ms. Anderson

Course Description:  This course is designed to provide students with knowledge and skills in the area of natural resource management.  Students will learn to identify plants, mammals, fish and birds common in the Eastern United States.  Students will also learn about natural resources, the effects of humans on the environment, the history of natural resource conservation and current conservation and preservation efforts.  Students will complete hands-on labs and field work as part of the course, and need to be prepared to go outside during all types of weather.
